This brochure is based on text included in the contract between OPM and this Plan and is intended to be a complete stateme
benefits available to FEHB members. A person enrolled in the Plan is entitled to the benefits stated in this brochure.iHowevel
conflicts are discovered between the language of this brochure and the contract, the contract will control. If enrolfednfdr Sel
Family, each eligible family member is also entitled to these benefits.

Premiums are negotiated with each plan annually. Benefit changes are effective January 1, 1998, and are shown on tke inside
cover of this brochure.

The inappropriate use of membership identification cards, e.g., to obtain services for a person who is not an eligiblenfdily m
or after you are no longer enrolled in the Plan, is also subject to review by the Inspector General and may result irean adve
administrative action by your agency.

General Information

Confidentiality Medical and other information provided to the Plan, including claim files, is kept confidential and
will be used only: 1) by the Plan and its subcontractors for internal administration of the Plan,
coordination of benefit provisions with other plans, and subrogation of claims; 2) by law enforce-
ment officials with authority to investigate and prosecute alleged civil or criminal actions; 3) by
OPM to review a disputed claim or perform its contract administration functions; 4) by OPM and
the General Accounting Office when conducting audits as required by the FEHB law; or 5) for
bona fide medical research or education. Medical data that does not identify individual member:
may be disclosed as a result of the bona fide medical research or education.

If you are a Use this brochure as a guide to coverage and obtaining benefits. There may be a delay before y«

new member receive your identification card and member information from the Plan. Until you receive your ID
card, you may show your copy of the SF 2809 enrollment form or your annuitant confirmation
letter from OPM to a provider or Plan facility as proof of enrollment in this Plan. If you do not
receive your ID card within 60 days after the effective date of your enrollment, you should contact
the Plan.

If you made your open season change by using Employee Express and have not received yo
new ID card by the effective date of your enrollment, call the Employee Express HELP number
to request a confirmation letter. Use that letter to confirm your new coverage with Plan providers.

If you are a new member of this Plan, benefits and rates begin on the effective date of you
enrollment, as set by your employing office or retirement sysfgma member of this Plan,

once your enroliment is effective, you will be covered only for services provided or arranged

by a Plan doctor except in the case of emergency as described on pagdfihu are confined

in a hospital on the effective date, you must notify the Plan so that it may arrange for the transfe
of your care to Plan providers. S#Eyou are hospitalized’on page 4.

FEHB plans may not refuse to provide benefits for any condition you or a covered family member
may have solely on the basis that it was a condition that existed before you enrolled in a plar
under the FEHB Program.

If you change plans or options, benefits under your prior plan or option cease on the effective dat
of your enroliment in your new plan or option, unless you or a covered family member are
confined in a hospital or other covered facility or are receiving medical care in an alternative care
setting on the last day of your enrollment under the prior plan or option. In that case, the confinec
person will continue to receive benefits under the former plan or option until the earliest of (1) the
day the person is discharged from the hospital or other covered facility (a move to an alternative
care setting does not constitute a discharge under this provision), or (2) the day after the day s
inpatient benefits have been exhausted under the prior plan or option, or (3) the 92nd day after tt
last day of coverage under the prior plan or option. However, benefits for other family members
under the new plan will begin on the effective date. If your plan terminates participation in the
FEHB Program in whole or in part, or if the Associate Director for Retirement and Insurance
orders an enrollment change, this continuation of coverage provision does not apply; in such cas
the hospitalized family member’s benefits under the new plan begin on the effective date of
enrollment.

It is your responsibility to be informed about your health benefits.Your employing office or
retirement system can provide information about: when you may change your enroliment; whc
“family members” are; what happens when you transfer, go on leave without pay, enter military
service, or retire; when your enrollment terminates; and the next open season for enrollment
Your employing office or retirement system will also make available to you an FEHB Guide,
brochures and other materials you need to make an informed decision.

« The benefits in this brochure are effective on January 1 for those already enrolled in this Plan
if you changed plans or plan options, see “If you are a new member” above. In both cases
however, the Plan’s new rates are effective the first day of the enrollee’s first full pay period
that begins on or after January 1 (January 1 for all annuitants).

e Generally, you must be continuously enrolled in the FEHB Program for the last five years
before you retire to continue your enrollment for you and any eligible family members after
you retire.

« The FEHB Program provides Self Only coverage for the enrollee alone or Self and Family
coverage for the enrollee, his or her spouse, and unmarried dependent children under age 2
Under certain circumstances, coverage will also be provided under a family enroliment for a
disabled child 22 years of age or older who is incapable of self-support.

< An enrollee with Self Only coverage who is expecting a baby or the addition of a child may
change to a Self and Family enroliment up to 60 days after the birth or addition. The effective
date of the enroliment change is the first day of the pay period in which the child was born or
became an eligible family member. The enrollee is responsible for his or her share of the Sel
and Family premium for that time period; both parent and child are covered only for care
received from Plan providers, except for emergency benefits.

* You will not be informed by your employing office (or your retirement system) or your Plan
when a family member loses eligibility.

* You must direct questions about enrollment and eligibility, including whether a dependent age
22 or older is eligible for coverage, to your employing office or retirement system. The Plan
does not determine eligibility and cannot change an enroliment status without the necessar
information from the employing agency or retirement system.

< An employee, annuitant, or family member enrolled in one FEHB plan is not entitled to receive
benefits under any other FEHB plan.

* Report additions and deletions, including divorces, of covered family members to the Plan
promptly.

« If you are an annuitant or former spouse with FEHB coverage and you are also covered b
Medicare Part B, you may drop your FEHB coverage and enroll in a Medicare prepaid plan
when one is available in your area. If you later change your mind and want to reenroll in
FEHB, you may do so at the next open season, or whenever you involuntarily lose coverag
in the Medicare prepaid plan or move out of the area it serves.

Most Federal annuitants have Medicare Part A. If you do not have Medicare Part A, you may
enroll in a Medicare prepaid plan, but you will probably have to pay for hospital coverage in
addition to the Part B premiurBefore you join the plan, ask whether they will provide hospital
benefits and, if so, what you will have to pay.

You may also remain enrolled in this Plan when you join a Medicare prepaid plan.

Contact your local Social Security Administration (SSA) office for information on local Medicare
prepaid plans (also known as Coordinated Care Plans or Medicare HMOS) or request it from SS/
at 1-800/638-6833. Contact your retirement system for information on dropping your FEHB
enrollment and changing to a Medicare prepaid plan.

» Federal annuitants are not required to enroll in Medicare Part B (or Part A) in order to be
covered under the FEHB Program nor are their FEHB benefits reduced if they do not have
Medicare Part B (or Part A).

When an employee’s enroliment terminates because of separation from Federal service or whe
a family member is no longer eligible for coverage under an employee or annuitant enrollment,
and the person is not otherwise eligible for FEHB coverage, he or she generally will be eligible
for a free 31-day extension of coverage. The employee or family member also may be eligible for
one of the following:

When a Federal employee or annuitant divorces, the former spouse may be eligible to elec
coverage under the spouse equity law. If you are recently divorced or anticipate divorcing, contac
the employee’s employing office (personnel office) or retiree’s retirement system to get more
facts about electing coverage.

If you are an employee whose enrollment is terminated because you separate from service, yc
may be eligible to temporarily continue your health benefits coverage under the FEHB Program
in any plan for which you are eligible. Ask your employing office for Rl 79-27, which describes
TCC, and for RI 70-5, the FEHB Guide for individuals eligible for TCC. Unless you are separated
for gross misconduct, TCC is available to you if you are not otherwise eligible for continued
coverage under the Program. For example, you are eligible for TCC when you retire if you are
unable to meet the five-year enroliment requirement for continuation of enrollment after retire-
ment.

Your TCC begins after the initial free 31-day extension of coverage ends and continues for up tc
18 months after your separation from service (that is, if you use TCC until it expires 18 months
following separation, you will only pay for 17 months of coverage). Generally, you must pay the

total premium (both the Government and employee shares) plus a 2 percent administrative charg
If you use your TCC until it expires, you are entitled to another free 31-day extension of coverage
when you may convert to nongroup coverage. If you cancel your TCC or stop paying premiums,
the free 31-day extension of coverage and conversion option are not available.

Children or former spouses who lose eligibility for coverage because they no longer qualify as
family members (and who are not eligible for benefits under the FEHB Program as employees o
under the spouse equity law) also may qualify for TCC. They also must pay the total premium
plus the 2 percent administrative charge. TCC for former family members continues for up to 36
months after the qualifying event occurs, for example, the child reaches age 22 or the date of th
divorce. This includes the free 31-day extension of coverage. When their TCC ends (except by
cancellation or nonpayment of premium), they are entitled to another free 31-day extension of
coverage when they may convert to nongroup coverage.

NOTE: If there is a delay in processing the TCC enrollment, the effective date of the enroliment
is still the 32nd day after regular coverage ends. The TCC enrollee is responsible for premiun
payments retroactive to the effective date, and coverage may not exceed the 18 or 36 mont
period noted above.

Separating employees-Within 61 days after an employee’s enrollment terminates because of
separation from service, his or her employing office must notify the employee of the opportunity
to elect TCC. The employee has 60 days after separation (or after receiving the notice from th
employing office, if later) to elect TCC.

Children—You must notify your employing office or retirement system when a child becomes
eligible for TCC within 60 days after the qualifying event occurs, for example, the child reaches
age 22 or marries.

Former spouses—You or your former spouse must notify the employing office or retirement
system of the former spouse’s eligibility for TCC within 60 days after the termination of the
marriage. A former spouse may also qualify for TCC if, during the 36-month period of TCC
eligibility, he or she loses spouse equity eligibility because of remarriage before age 55 or loss o
the qualifying court order. This applies even if he or she did not elect TCC while waiting for
spouse equity coverage to begin. The former spouse must contact the employing office within 6(
days of losing spouse equity eligibility to apply for the remaining months of TCC to which he or
she is entitled.

The employing office or retirement system has 14 days after receiving notice from you or the
former spouse to notify the child or the former spouse of his or her rights under TCC. If a child
wants TCC, he or she must elect it within 60 days after the date of the qualifying event (or after
receiving the notice, if later). If a former spouse wants TCC, he or she must elect it within 60 days
after any of the following events: the date of the qualifying event or the date he or she receives
the notice, whichever is later; or the date he or she loses coverage under the spouse equity le
because of remarriage before age 55 or loss of the qualifying court order.

Important: The employing office or retirement system must be notified of a child’s or former
spouse’s eligibility for TCC within the 60-day time limit. If the employing office or retirement
system is not notified, the opportunity to elect TCC ends 60 days after the qualifying event in the
case of a child and 60 days after the change in status in the case of a former spouse.

_Co_n\(ersion to When none of the above choices are available—or chosen—when coverage as an employee
individual family member ends, or when TCC coverage ends (except by cancellation or nonpayment o
coverage premium), you may be eligible to convert to an individual, nongroup contract. You will not be

required to provide evidence of good health and the plan is not permitted to impose a waiting
period or limit coverage for preexisting conditions. If you wish to convert to an individual
contract, you must apply in writing to the carrier of the plan in which you are enrolled within 31
days after receiving notice of the conversion right from your employing agency. A family
member must apply to convert within the 31-day free extension of coverage that follows the even
that terminates coverage, e.g., divorce or reaching age 22. Benefits and rates under the individu
contract may differ from those under the FEHB Program.

Facts about this Plan

This Plan is a comprehensive medical plan, sometimes called a health maintenance organization (HMO). When you enroll in
HMO, you are joining an organized system of health care that arranges in advance with specific doctors, hospitals anttleteer pro
to give care to members and pays them directly for their services. Benefits are available only from Plan providers egcapt durin
medical emergencyMembers are required to select a personal doctor from among participating Plan primary care doctors.
Services of a specialty care doctor can only be received by referral from the selected primary care doctor except for rou
gynecologist services which a member may obtain directly without a referral from her participating obstetrician or gynecologi:
There are no claim forms when Plan doctors are used.

Your decision to join an HMO should be based on your preference for the plan’s benefits and delivery system, not becaus
particular provider is in the plan’s network. You cannot change plans because a provider leaves the HMO.

Because the Plan provides or arranges your care and pays the cost, it seeks efficient and effective delivery of healByservices
controlling unnecessary or inappropriate care, it can afford to offer a comprehensive range of benefits. In additionrtg providi
comprehensive health services and benefits for accidents, illness and injury, the Plan places great emphasis on prefitsntive be
such as office visits, physicals, immunizations and well-baby care. You are encouraged to get medical attention agtheffirst si
illness.

Who prowdes care The GW Health Plan is a federally-qualified health maintenance organization in which you

to Plan members? receive care through an independent network of physicians located throughout the Plan’s servic
area. All of the physicians who participate in the network are credentialed and have met rigorous
screening standards established by the GW Health Plan. At the core of the physician network ar
faculty members of The George Washington University School of Medicine and Health Sciences
who practice at six GW Medical Faculty Associates health care centers.

Plan members must select a primary care physician who is either a family practitioner, internist
or pediatrician. The primary care doctor is responsible for managing the member’'s medical care
including referrals to specialists and hospital admissions. Each family member may select ¢
different primary care physician. Members who select a primary care physician affiliated with the
GW Medical Faculty Associates at the downtown Ambulatory Care Center located at 2150
Pennsylvania Avenue, NW, Washington, DC, will be referred only to specialists who are also
affiliated with that center. For additional information on provider groups, please call Member

Services at (301) 941-2000.

The first and most important decision each member must make is the selection of a primary car
doctor. The decision is important since it is through this doctor that all other health services,
particularly those of specialists, are obtained. The goal is to establish a relationship between th
member and his or her primary care physician that promotes continuity of care. It is the respon
sibility of your primary care doctor to obtain any necessary authorizations from the Plan before
referring you to a specialist or making arrangements for hospitalization. Services of other provid-
ers are covered only when you have been referred by your primary care doctor, with the following
exception: a woman may see her Plan obstetrician/gynecologist for her annual routine examina
tion without a referral.

The Plan’s provider directory lists primary care doctors (family practitioners, pediatricians, and
internists), with their locations and phone numbers, and notes whether or not the doctor is
accepting new patients. Directories are updated on a regular basis and are available at the time
enrollment or upon request by calling the Member Services Department at (301) 941-2000; yot
can also find out if your doctor participates with this Plan by calling this number. If you are
interested in receiving care from a specific provider who is listed in the directory, call the
provider to verify that he or she still participates with the Plan and is accepting new patients.
Important note: When you enroll in this Plan, services (except for emergency benefits) are
provided through the Plan’s delivery system; the continued availability and/or participation

of any one doctor, hospital, or other provider, cannot be guaranteed.

Should you decide to enroll in The GW Health Plan, you must select a primary care physician by
completing the Physician Selection Form or calling the Plan. Until a primary care physician is
selected, only emergency and prescription services will be available. When you select a priman
care doctor, an identification card will be issued specifying the primary care doctor.

To change your primary care doctor, please contact Member Services at (301) 941-2000. Failur
to use your designated primary care doctor may result in your being billed for services or having
your claim denied for payment.

If you are receiving services from a doctor who leaves the Plan, the Plan will provide payment
for covered services until the Plan can make reasonable and medically appropriate provisions fc
the assumption of such services by a participating doctor.

Except in a medical emergency, when obtaining routine gynecological care, or when a primary
care doctor has designated another doctor to see patients when he or she is unavailable, you mi
contact your primary care doctor for a referral before seeing any other doctor or obtaining specia
services. Referral to a participating specialist is given at the primary care doctor’s discretion; if
non-Plan specialists or consultants are required, the primary care doctor will make arrangement
for appropriate referrals.

When you receive a referral from your primary care doctor, you must return to the primary care
doctor after the consultation. All follow-up care must be provided or arranged by the primary care
doctor. On referrals, the primary care doctor will give specific instructions to the consultant as to
what services are authorized. If additional services or visits are suggested by the consultant, yo
must first check with your primary care doctor, except for routine gynecological care. Do not go
to the specialist unless your primary care doctor has arranged for and the Plan has issued :
authorization for the referral in advance.

The Plan will provide benefits for covered services only when the services are medically neces
sary to prevent, diagnose or treat your illness or condition. Your Plan doctor must obtain the
Plan’s determination of medical necessity before you may be hospitalized, receive outpatien
surgery, be referred for specialty care or obtain follow-up care from a non-Plan provider or
medical facility (except in a medical emergency).

If you are already under the care of a specialist who is a Plan participant, you must still obtain
a referral from a Plan primary care doctor for the care to be covered by the Plan. If the doctor whc
originally referred you prior to your joining this Plan is now your primary care doctor, you need
only call to explain that you now belong to this Plan and ask that a referral form be sent to the
specialist for your next appointment.

If you are selecting a new primary care doctor, you must schedule an appointment so the primar
care doctor can decide whether to treat the condition directly or refer you back to the specialist

If you require hospitalization, your primary care doctor or authorized specialist will make the
necessary arrangements and continue to supervise your care.

Copayments are required for a few benefits. However, copayments will not be required for the
remainder of the calendar year after your out-of-pocket maximum total is reached. The Plan ha
established a maximum amount of $1,000 per Self only enroliment and $2,500 per Self anc
Family enrollment per calendar year under the High Option and Standard Option Plans. The
copayment maximums do not include costs of prescription drugs, dental benefits, infertility
services, durable medical equipment (DME), or orthopedic and prosthetic devices.

You should maintain accurate records of the copayments made, as it is your responsibility tc
determine when the copayment maximum is reached. You are assured a predictable maximum |
out-of-pocket costs for covered health and medical needs. Copayments are due when service
rendered, except for emergency care.

If you changed to this Plan during open season from a plan with a deductible and the effective
date of the change was after January 1, any expenses that would have applied to that plan
deductible will be covered by your old plan if they are for care you got in Jabe#oie the
effective date of your coverage in this Plan. If you have already met the deductible in full, your
old plan will reimburse these covered expenses. If you have not met it in full, your old plan will
first apply your covered expenses to satisfy the rest of the deductible and then reimburse you fc
any additional covered expenses. The old plan will pay these covered expenses according to th
year’'s benefits; benefit changes are effective January 1.

When you are required to submit a claim to this Plan for covered expenses, submit your clairn
within 60 days of the date of service. The Plan will not pay benefits for claims submitted later
than December 31 of the calendar year following the year in which the expense was incurred
unless timely filing was prevented by administrative operations of Government or legal incapac-
ity, provided the claim was submitted as soon as reasonably possible.

Plan providers will follow generally accepted medical practice in prescribing any course of
treatment. Before you enroll in this Plan, you should determine whether you will be able to accept
treatment or procedures that may be recommended by Plan providers.

The service area for this Plan, where Plan providers and facilities are located, is described on th
front cover of this brochure and on this page. You must live or work in the service area to enroll
in this Plan.

The service area for this Plan includes the following areas:

TheDistrict of Columbia, theVirginia cities of Alexandria, Fairfax, Falls Church, Fredericksburg,
Manassas, Manassas Park, and Winchester, as well\dgdhea counties of Arlington, Fairfax,
Fauquier, Frederick, Loudoun, Prince William, Spotsylvania, Stafford, and Warreklatlye

land city of Baltimore, and th&laryland counties of Anne Arundel, Baltimore, Calvert, Carroll,
Cecil, Charles, Frederick, Harford, Howard, Montgomery, Prince Georges, St. Mary’s and Wash-
ington.

Benefits for care outside the service area are limited to emergency services, as described on pa
15.

If you or a covered family member move outside the service area, or you no longer work there
you may enroll in another approved plan. It is not necessary to wait until you move or for the
open season to make such a change; contact your employing office or retirement system fo
information if you are anticipating a move.

Although a specific service may be listed as a benefit, it will be covered for you only if, in the
judgment of your Plan doctor, it is medically necessary for the prevention, diagnosis, or treatmen
of your illness or condition. The Plan charges a $25.00 fee for broken appointments, unless th
member gives a 24 hour advance notice of cancellatiororal statement of any person shall
modify or otherwise affect the benefits, limitations and exclusions of this brochure, convey

or void any coverage, increase or reduce any benefits under this Plan or be used in the
prosecution or defense of a claim under this PlariThis brochure is based on text included in

the contract between OPM and this Plan and is intended to be a complete statement of benefi
available to FEHB members. You should use this brochure to determine your entitlement to
benefits. However, if conflicts are discovered between the language of this brochure and the
contract, the contract will control.

In the event of major disaster, epidemic, war, riot, civil insurrection, disability of a significant
number of Plan providers, complete or partial destruction of facilities, or other circumstances
beyond the Plan’s control, the Plan will make a good faith effort to provide or arrange for covered
services. However, the Plan will not be responsible for any delay or failure in providing service
due to lack of available facilities or personnel.

Any claim asserted by or on behalf of any Plan enrollee for any personal injury including, but not
limited to, any claim for physical, mental or emotional injuries or death arising out of the alleged

negligent rendition of or failure to render any services (commonly referred to as medical malprac-
tice) under this contract must be submitted to binding arbitration. This arbitration provision

applies to any such claim asserted on or after January 1, 1995, regardless of when the allege
rendition of or failure to render services occurred. Such arbitration shall be conducted pursuant t
the Rules of the American Arbitration Association for arbitrating health claims. For purposes of
this arbitration clause only, “claim” shall be any demand for money or other relief against any
person or entity or who is alleged to have been negligent or liable for medical malpractice in
providing any health care services under this Plan.

This section applies when you or your family members are entitled to benefits from a source othe
than this Plan. You must disclose information about other sources of benefits to the Plan anc
complete all necessary documents and authorizations requested by the Plan.

If you or a covered family member is enrolled in this Plan and Part A, Part B, or Parts A and B
of Medicare, benefits will be coordinated with Medicare according to Medicare’'s determination
of which coverage is primary. Generally, you do not need to take any action after informing the
Plan of your or your family member’s eligibility for Medicare. Your Plan will provide you with
further instructions if a Medicare claim needs to be filed.

This coordination of benefits (double coverage) provision applies when a person covered by this
Plan also has, or is entitled to benefits from, any other group health coverage, or is entitled to th
payment of medical and hospital costs under no-fault or other automobile insurance that pay
benefits without regard to fault. Information about the other coverage must be disclosed to this
Plan.

When there is double coverage for covered benefits, other than emergency services from non-Ple
providers, this Plan will continue to provide its benefits in full, but is entitled to receive payment
for the services and supplies provided, to the extent that they are covered by the other coverag
no-fault or other automobile insurance or any other primary plan.

One plan normally pays its benefits in full as the primary payer, and the other plan pays a reduce
benefit as the secondary payer. When this Plan is the secondary payer, it will pay the lesser of (:
its benefits in full, or (2) a reduced amount which, when added to the benefits payable by the othe
coverage, will not exceed reasonable charges. The determination of which health coverage i
primary (pays its benefits first) is made according to guidelines provided by the National Asso-
ciation of Insurance Commissioners.

If you are covered by both this Plan and the Civilian Health and Medical Program of the
Uniformed Services (CHAMPUS), this Plan will pay benefits first. As a member of a prepaid
plan, special limitations on your CHAMPUS coverage apply; your primary provider must autho-
rize all care. See your CHAMPUS Health Benefits Advisor if you have questions about CHAMPUS
coverage.

If you are covered by both this Plan and Medicaid, this Plan will pay benefits first.

The Plan will not pay for services required as the result of occupational disease or injury for
which any medical benefits are determined by the Office of Workers Compensation Programs
(OWCP) to be payable under workers’ compensation (under section 8103 of title 5, U.S.C.) or by
a similar agency under another Federal or State law. This provision also applies when a third part
injury settlement or other similar proceeding provides medical benefits in regard to a claim under
workers’ compensation or similar laws. If medical benefits provided under such laws are ex-
hausted, this Plan will be financially responsible for services or supplies that are otherwise
covered by this Plan. The Plan is entitled to be reimbursed by OWCP (or the similar agency) for
services it provided that were later found to be payable by OWCP (or the agency).

Facilities of the Department of Veterans Affairs, the Department of Defense, and the Indian
Health Service are entitled to seek reimbursement from the Plan for certain services and supplie
provided to you or a family member to the extent that reimbursement is required under the
Federal statutes governing such facilities.

The Plan will not provide benefits for services and supplies paid for directly or indirectly by any
other local, State, or Federal Government agency.

If a covered person is sick or injured as a result of the act or omission of another person or party
the Plan requires that it be reimbursed for the benefits provided in an amount not to exceed th
amount of the recovery, or that it be subrogated to the person’s rights to the extent of the benefit
received under this Plan, including the right to bring suit in the person’s name.

If you need more information about subrogation, the Plan will provide you with its subrogation
procedures.

General Exclusions

All benefits are subject to the limitations and exclusions in this brochAltremugh a specific service may be listed as a benefit,
it will not be covered for you unless your Plan doctor determines it is medically necessary to prevent, diagnose, or treat your
illness or condition as discussed under Authorizations on page The following are excluded:

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A medical emergency is the sudden and unexpected onset of a condition or an injury that require
immediate medical or surgical care. Some problems are emergencies because, if not treate
promptly, they might become more serious; examples include deep cuts and broken bones. Othe
are emergencies because they are potentially life-threatening, such as heart attacks, stroke
poisonings, gunshot wounds, or sudden inability to breathe. There are many other acute cond
tions that the Plan may determine are medical emergencies—what they all have in common is th
need for quick action.

If you are in an emergency situation, or if you have questions about acute illness, please call yoL
primary care physician of record. If your primary care doctor is unavailable, call FirstHelp.
FirstHelp is the Plan’s 24-hour emergency service staffed by registered nurses who will asses
your medical condition and advise you whether to schedule an appointment with your doctor,
begin treatment at home or seek treatment at a hospital or urgent care facility. The toll-free
number for FirstHelp is 1-800-947-0008. In extreme life- or limb-threatening emergencies, call
911 or go to the nearest hospital emergency room. Be sure to tell the emergency room personn
that you are a Plan member so they can notify the Plan. You or a family member should notify
the Plan within 24 hours if treatment is received. It is your responsibility to ensure that the Plan
has been timely notified. If you obtain treatment at an emergency room upon instructions from
FirstHelp, all covered charges will be paid (less applicable copays).

If you need to be hospitalized, the Plan Utilization Management Qfficst be notified within

24 hours or on the first working day following your admission, unless it was not reasonably
possible to notify the Plan within that time. The phone number for the Utilization Management
Office is 301-941-2023. If you are hospitalized in non-Plan facilities and the Plan doctors believe
care can be provided in a Plan hospital, you will be transferred when medically feasible with any
ambulance charges covered in full.

Benefits are available for care from non-Plan providers in a medical emergency only if a delay
in reaching a Plan provider would result in death, disability or significant jeopardy to your health.

To be covered by this Plan, any follow-up care recommended by non-Plan providers must be
approved by the Plan or provided by Plan providers.

If you have a question concerning Plan benefits or how to arrange for care, contact the Plan’s Membe

If a claim for payment or services is denied by the Plan, you must ask the Plan, in writing and within six
months of the date of the denial, to reconsider its denial before you request a review by OPM. (This tim
limit may be extended if you show you were prevented by circumstances beyond your control from makin
your request within the time limit.) OPM will not review your request unless you demonstrate that you gave
the Plan an opportunity to reconsider your claim. Your written request to the Plan must state why, base
on specific benefit provisions in this brochure, you believe the denied claim for payment or service shoul
have been paid or provided.

Within 30 days after receipt of your request for reconsideration, the Plan must affirm the denial in writing
to you, pay the claim, provide the service, or request additional information reasonably necessary to mal
a determination. If the Plan asks a provider for information it will send you a copy of this request at the
same time. The Plan has 30 days after receiving the information to give its decision. If this information is
not supplied within 60 days, the Plan will base its decision on the information it has on hand.

If the Plan affirms its denial, you have the right to request a review by OPM to determine whether the Plan’
actions are in accordance with the terms of its contract. You must request the review within 90 days afte
the date of the Plan’s letter affirming its initial denial.

You may also ask OPM for a review if the Plan fails to respond within 30 days of your written request for
reconsideration or 30 days after you have supplied additional information to the Plan. In this case, OPI
must receive a request for review within 120 days of your request to the Plan for reconsideration or of th
date you were notified that the Plan needed additional information, either from you or from your doctor ol
hospital.

This right is available only to you or the executor of a deceased claimant’s estate. Providers, legal couns
and other interested parties may act as your representative only with your specific written consent to purs
payment of the disputed claim. OPM must receive a copy of your written consent with their request fol
review.

Your written request for an OPM review should state why, based on specific benefit provisions in this
brochure, you believe the denied claim for payment or service should have been paid or provided. If th
Plan has reconsidered and denied more than one unrelated claim, clearly identify the documents for ea
claim.

Your request must include the following information or it will be returned by OPM:

» A copy of your letter to the Plan requesting reconsideration;

» A copy of the Plan’s reconsideration decision (if the Plan failed to respond, provide instead (a) the dat
of your request to the Plan, or (b) the dates the Plan requested and you provided additional informatic
to the Plan);

» Copies of documents that support your claim (such as doctors’ letters, operative reports, bills, medic:
records, explanation of benefit (EOB) forms, etc.); and

* Your daytime phone number.

Medical documentation received from you or the Plan during the review process becomes a permanent p
of the disputed claim file, subject to the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act and the Privacy Act.

You (or a person acting on your behalf) may not bring a lawsuit to recover benefits on a claim for treatmen
services, supplies or drugs covered by this Plan until you have exhausted the OPM review procedur
established at section 890.105, title 5, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR). If OPM upholds the Plan’
decision on your claim, and you decide to bring a lawsuit based on the denial, the lawsuit must be broug
no later than December 31 of the third year after the year in which the services or supplies upon which tt
claim is predicated were provided. Pursuant to section 890.107, title 5, CFR, such a lawsuit must be broug
against the Office of Personnel Management in Federal court.

Federal law exclusively governs all claims for relief in a lawsuit that relates to this Plan’s benefits or
coverage or payments with respect to those benefits. Judicial action on such claims is limited to the reco
that was before OPM when it rendered its decision affirming the Plan’s denial of the benefit. The recoven
in such a suit is limited to the amount of benefits in dispute.

Privacy Act statement—If you ask OPM to review a denial of a claim for payment or service, OPM is

authorized by chapter 89 of title 5, U.S.C., to use the information collected from you and the Plan tc
determine if the Plan has acted properly in denying you the payment or service, and the information s
collected may be disclosed to you and/or the Plan in support of OPM’s decision on the disputed claim.
