Confidentia”ty Medical and other information prpvided to the Plan, ingluding cIaim_fiI_es, i; kept confidential anq wil]
be used only: 1) by the Plan and its subcontractors for internal administration of the Plan, coordinatio
of benefit provisions with other plans, and subrogation of claims; 2) by law enforcement officials with
authority to investigate and prosecute alleged civil or criminal actions; 3) by OPM to review a disputec
claim or perform its contract administration functions; 4) by OPM and the General Accounting Office
when conducting audits as required by the FEHB law; or 5) for bona fide medical research ol
education. Medical data that does not identify individual members may be disclosed as a result of th
bona fide medical research or education.

If you are a new Use this brochure as a guide to coverage and obtaining benefits. There may be a delay before y
receive your identification card and member information from the Plan. Until you receive your ID
member card, you may show your copy of the SF 2809 enrollment form or your annuitant confirmation letter

from OPM to a provider or Plan facility as proof of enroliment in this Plan. If you do not receive your
ID card within 60 days after the effective date of your enroliment, you should contact the Plan.

If you made your open season change by using Employee Express and have not received your new
card by the effective date of your enroliment, call the Employee Express HELP number to request
confirmation letter. Use that letter to confirm your new coverage with Plan providers.

If you are a new member of this Plan, benefits and rates begin on the effective date of your enrollmen
as set by your employing office or retirement system. As a member of this Plan, once your enrolimen
is effective, you will be covered only for services provided or arranged by a Plan doctor except in the
case of emergency as described on page 13. If you are confined in a hospital on the effective date, y
must notify the Plan so that it may arrange for the transfer of your care to Plan providers. See ‘If yo
are hospitalized” on page 4.

FEHB plans may not refuse to provide benefits for any condition you or a covered family member may
have solely on the basis that it was a condition that existed before you enrolled in a plan under th
FEHB Program.

If you change plans or options, benefits under your prior plan or option cease on the effective date hospitaliz
of your enrollment in your new plan or option, unless you or a covered family member are confined in &
hospital or other covered facility or are receiving medical care in an alternative care setting on the last day
your enrollment under the prior plan or option. In that case, the confined person will continue to receive
benefits under the former plan or option until the earliest of (1 ) the day the person is discharged from tt
hospital or other covered facility (a move to an alternative care setting does not constitute a discharge unc
this provision), or (2) the day after the day all inpatient benefits have been exhausted under the prior plan
option, or (3) the 92nd day after the last day of coverage under the prior plan or option. However, benefits f
other family members under the new plan will begin on the effective date. If your plan terminates participatior
in the FEHB Program in whole or in part, or if the Associate Director for Retirement and Insurance orders a
enrollment change, this continuation of coverage provision does not apply; in such case, the hospitalize
family member’s benefits under the new plan begin on the effective date of enroliment.

Itis your responsibility to be informed about your health benefits. Your employing office or retirement system
can provide information about: when you may change your enroliment; who “family members” are; what
happens when you transfer, go on leave without pay, enter military service, or retire; when your enrolimer
terminates; and the next open season for enroliment. Your employing office or retirement system will als
make available to you an FEHB Guide, brochures and other materials you need to make an informed decisi

» The benefits in this brochure are effective on January 1 for those already enrolled in this Plan; if yot
changed plans or plan options, see “If you are a new member” above. In both cases, however, the Plal
new rates are effective the first day of the enrollee’s first full pay period that begins on or after Januar
1 (January 1 for all annuitants).

 Generally, you must be continuously enrolled in the FEHB Program for the last five years before you
retire to continue your enroliment for you and any eligible family members after you retire.

« The FEHB Program provides Self Only coverage for the enrolled alone or Self and Family coverage fo
the enrolled, his or her spouse, and unmarried dependent children under age 22. Under certs
circumstances, coverage will also be provided under a family enrollment for a disabled child 22 years c
age or older who is incapable of self-support.

< An enrollee with Self Only coverage who is expecting a baby or the addition of a child may change tc
a Self and Family enrollment up to 60 days after the birth or addition. The effective date of the enrolimen
change is the first day of the pay period in which the child was born or became an eligible family membel
The enrolled is responsible for his or her share of the Self and Family premium for that time period; botl
parent and child are covered only for care received from Plan providers, except for emergency benefit

« You will not be informed by your employing office (or your retirement system) or your Plan when a
family member loses eligibility.

< You must direct questions about enroliment and eligibility, including whether a dependent age 22 o
older s eligible for coverage, to your employing office or retirement system. The Plan does not determin
eligibility and cannot change an enrollment status without the necessary information from the employing
agency or retirement system.

< An employee, annuitant, or family member enrolled in one FEHB plan is not entitled to receive benefits
under any other FEHB plan.

» Report additions and deletions (including divorces) of covered family members to the Plan promptly.

« Ifyou are an annuitant or former spouse with FEHB coverage and you are also covered by Medicare Pz
B, you may drop your FEHB coverage and enroll in a Medicare prepaid plan when one is available ir
your area. If you later change your mind and want to reenroll in FEHB, you may do so at the next ope
season, or whenever you involuntarily lose coverage in the Medicare prepaid plan or move out of the are
it serves.

Most Federal annuitants have Medicare Part A. If you do not have Medicare Part A, you may enroll ir
a Medicare prepaid plan, but you will probably have to pay for hospital coverage in addition to the Par
B premium. Before you join the plan, ask whether they will provide hospital benefits and, if so, what you
will have to pay.

You may also remain enrolled in this Plan when you join a Medicare prepaid plan.

« Federal annuitants are not required to enroll in Medicare Part B (or Part A) in order to be covered under tt
FEHB Program nor are their FEHB benefits reduced if they do not have Medicare Part B.

When an employee’s enroliment terminates because of separation from Federal service or when a fam
member is no longer eligible for coverage under an employee or annuitant enrollment, and the personiis r
otherwise eligible for FEHB coverage, he or she generally will be eligible for a free 31-day extension of
coverage. The employee or family member may also be eligible for one of the following:

When a Federal employee or annuitant divorces, the former spouse may be eligible to elect coverage un
the spouse equity law. If you are recently divorced or anticipate divorcing, contact the employee’s employin
office (personnel office) or retiree’s retirement system to get more facts about electing coverage.

If you are an employee whose enroliment is terminated because you separate from service, you m
continuation of be eligible to temporarily continue your health benefits coverage under the FEHB Progran
in any plan for which you are eligible. Ask your employing office for RI 79-27, which describes TCC, and
for RI 70-5, the FEHB Guide for individuals eligible for TCC. Unless you are separated for gross misconduct
TCC is available to you if you are not otherwise eligible for continued coverage under the Program. Fo
example, you are eligible for TCC when you retire if you are unable to meet the five-year enroliment
requirement for continuation of enroliment after retirement.

Your TCC begins after the initial free 31-day extension of coverage ends and continues for up to 18 montt
after your separation from service (that is, if you use TCC until it expires 18 months following separation
you will only pay for 17 months of coverage). Generally, you must pay the total premium (both the
Government and employee shares) plus a 2 percent administrative charge. If you use your TCC until
expires, you are entitled to another free 31-day extension of coverage when you may convert to nongrot
coverage. If you cancel your TCC or stop paying premiums, the free 31-day extension of coverage ar
conversion option are not available.

Children or former spouseswho lose eligibility for coverage because they no longer qualify as family
members (and who are not eligible for benefits under the FEHB Program as employees or under the spol
equity law) also may qualify for TCC. They also must pay the total premium plus the 2 percent administrative
charge. TCC for former family members continues for up to 36 months after the qualifying event occurs, fo
example, the child reaches age 22 or the date of the divorce. This includes the free 31-day extension
coverage. When their TCC ends (except by cancellation or nonpayment of premium), they are entitled 1
another free 31-day extension of coverage when they may convert to hongroup coverage.

NOTE: If there is a delay in processing the TCC enrollment, the effective date of the enroliment is still the
32nd day after regular coverage ends. The TCC enrolled is responsible for premium payments retroactive
the effective date and coverage may not exceed the 18 or 36 month period noted above.

Separating employeedVithin 61 days after an employee’s enrollment terminates because of
separation from service, his or her employing office must notify the employee of the opportunity to
elect TCC. The employee has 60 days after separation (or after receiving the notice from the
employing office, if later) to elect TCC.

Children-You must notify your employing office or retirement system when a child becomes
eligible for TCC within 60 days after the qualifying event occurs, for example, the child reaches age
22 or marries.

Former spousesYou or your former spouse must notify the employing office or retirement system of
the former spouse’s eligibility for TCC within 60 days after the termination of the marriage. A former
spouse may also qualify for TCC if, during the 36-month period of TCC eligibility, he or she loses
spouse equity eligibility because of remarriage before age 55 or loss of the qualifying court order. Thi
applies even if he or she did not elect TCC while waiting for spouse equity coverage to begin. The
former spouse must contact the employing office within 60 days of losing spouse equity eligibility to
apply for the remaining months of TCC to which he or she is entitled.

The employing office or retirement system has 14 days after receiving notice from you or the formel
spouse to notify the child or the former spouse of his or her rights under TCC. If a child wants TCC, he
or she must elect it within 60 days after the date of the qualifying event (or after receiving the notice
if later). If a former spouse wants TCC, he or she must elect it within 60 days after any of the following
events: the date of the qualifying event or the date he or she receives the notice, whichever is later;
the date he or she loses coverage under the spouse equity law because of remarriage before age 5
loss of the qualifying court order.

Important: The employing office or retirement system must be notified of a child’s or former spouse’s
eligibility for TCC within the 60-day time limit. If the employing office or retirement system is not
notified, the opportunity to elect TCC ends 60 days after the qualifying event in the case of a child an
60 days after the change in status in the case of a former spouse.

Conversion to When none of the above choices are available or chosen when coverage as an employee or fam

temporary coverage member ends, or when TCC coverage ends (except by cancellation or nonpayment of premium), yc
may be eligible to convert to an individual, nongroup contract. You will not be required to provide
evidence of good health and the plan is not permitted to impose a waiting period or limit coverage fo
preexisting conditions. If you wish to convert to an individual contract, you must apply in writing to the
carrier of the plan in which you are enrolled within 31 days after receiving notice of the conversion right
from your employing agency. A family member must apply to convert within the 31-day free extension
of coverage that follows the event that terminates coverage, e.g., divorce or reaching age 22. Benef
and rates under the individual contract may differ from those under the FEHB Program.

Sezciedy obees
doctor can only be received by referral from the selected primary care doctor. There are no claim forms when Plan dectors are u

Your decision to join an HMO should be based on your preference for the plan’s benefits and delivery system, not becalasgeopmier
is in the plan’s network. You cannot change plans because a provider leaves the HMO.

Because the Plan provides or arranges your care and pays the cost, it seeks efficient and effective delivery of hedth caamtricking
unnecessary or inappropriate care, it can afford to offer a comprehensive range of benefits. In addition to providingsiverteralteservices
and benefits for accidents, iliness and injury, the Plan emphasizes preventive benefits such as office visits, physizak s well-
baby care. You are encouraged to get medical attention at the first sign of illness.

Who provides care to OPTIMA Health Plan is an Independent Practice (IPP) model comprehensive medical plan serving th
residents of Chesapeake, Hampton, Newport News, Norfolk, Poquoson, Portsmouth, Suffolk, Virginie

Plan members? Beach, Williamsburg, as well as the counties of Charles City, Gloucester, James City, Isle of Wight, King

The firstimportant decision each member must make is the selection of a primary care doctor. The decisi
is important since it is through this doctor that all other health services, particularly those of specialists, a
obtained. It is the responsibility of your primary care doctor to obtain any necessary authorizations from th
Plan before referring you to a specialist or making arrangements for hospitalization. Services of othe
providers are covered only when you have been referred by your primary care doctor, with the following
exception: female members have open access to Plan patrticipating OB/GYN doctors.

The Plan’s provider directory lists primary care doctors (generally family practitioners, pediatricians, anc
internists) with their locations and phone numbers, and notes whether or not the doctor is accepting ne
patients. Directories are updated quarterly and are available at the time of enroliment or upon request
calling the Member Services Department at 757/552-7550, or the toll free number 800/206-1060 The TDI
line can be reached at 757/552-7120 or 800/225-7784 during office hours. You can also find out if you
doctor participates with this Plan by calling this number. If you are interested in receiving care from a specifi
provider who is listed in the directory, call the provider to verify that he or she still participates with the Plan
and is accepting new patients. Important note: When you enroll in this Plan, services (except for emergen
benefits) are provided through the Plan’s delivery system; the continued availability and/or participation o
any one doctor, hospital, or other provider, cannot be guaranteed.

If you enroll, you will be asked to let the Plan know which primary doctor(s) you nave selected for you anc
each member of your family by sending a selection form to the Plan. If you need help choosing a doctor, c:
the Plan. Members may change their selection by notifying the Plan 30 days in advance.

If you are receiving services from a doctor who leaves the Plan, the Plan will pay for covered services un
the Plan can arrange with you for you to be seen by another participating doctor.

Exceptin a medical emergency, or when a primary care doctor has designated another doctor to see speci
care his or her patients, or when you choose to use the Plan’s opt-out benefits, you must receive a referral fr
your primary care doctor before seeing any other doctor or obtaining special services. Referral to
participating specialist is given at the primary care doctor’s discretion; if specialists or consultants are
required, the primary care doctor will arrange for appropriate referrals.

When you receive a referral from your primary care doctor, you must return to the primary care doctor afte
the consultation unless your doctor authorizes additional visits. All follow-up care must be provided or
authorized by the primary care doctor. Do not go to the specialist for a second visit unless your primary ca
doctor has arranged for, and the Plan has issued an authorization for, the referral in advance.

If you are already under the care of a specialist who is a Plan participant, you must still obtain a referral frol
a Plan primary care doctor for the care to be covered by the Plan. If the doctor who originally referred yo
to this specialist is now your Plan primary care doctor, you need only call to explain that you are now a Pla
member and ask that you be referred for your next appointment. If you are selecting a new primary ca
doctor and want to continue with this specialist, you must schedule an appointment so that the primary ce
doctor can decide whether to treat the condition directly or refer you back to the specialist.

If you require hospitalization, your primary care doctor or authorized specialist will make the necessan
arrangements and continue to supervise your care.

Copayments are required for a few benefits. However, copayments will not be required for the maximur
remainder of the calendar year after your out-of-pocket expenses for services provided or arranged by t
Plan under $1,000 per Self Only enroliment and $2,000 per Self and Family enrollment. This copaymer
maximum does not include charges for prescription drugs, dental, vision, and outpatient mental healtl
substance abuse services.

You should maintain accurate records of the copayments made, as it is your responsibility to determine wh
the copayment maximum is reached. You are assured a predictable maximum in out-of-pocket costs f
covered health and medical needs. Copayments are due when service is rendered except for emergency «

This brochure is based on text includec
the contract between OPM and this Plan and is intended to be a complete statement of benefits available
FEHB members. You should use this brochure to determine your entitlement to benefits. However, i
conflicts are discovered between the language of this brochure and the contract, the contract will control

In the event of major disaster, epidemic, war, riot, civil insurrection, disability of a significant number of Plan
providers, complete or partial destruction of facilities, or other circumstances beyond the Plan’s control, th
Plan will make a good faith effort to provide or arrange for covered services. However, the Plan will not be
responsible for any delay or failure in providing service due to lack of available facilities or personnel.

This section applies when you or your family members are entitled to benefits from a source other than th
Plan. You must disclose information about other sources of benefits to the Plan and complete all necess:
documents and authorizations requested by the Plan.

If you or a covered family member is enrolled in this Plan and Part A, Part B, or Parts A and B of Medicare
benefits will be coordinated with Medicare according to Medicare’s determination of which coverage is
primary. Generally, you do not need to take any action after informing the Plan of your or your family
member’s eligibility for Medicare. Your Plan will provide you with further instructions if a Medicare claim
needs to be filed.

This coordination of benefits (double coverage) provision applies when a person covered by this insuran
and Plan also has, or is entitled to benefits from, any other group health coverage, or is entitled to tt
automobile payment of medical and hospital costs under no-fault or other automobile insurance that pa:
benefits without regard to fault. Information about the other coverage must be disclosed to this Plan.

When there is double coverage for covered benefits, other than emergency services from non-Plan provide
this Plan will continue to provide its benefits in full, but is entitled to receive payment for the services anc
supplies provided, to the extent that they are covered by the other coverage, no fault or other automob
insurance or any other primary plan.

One plan normally pays its benefits in full as the primary payer, and the other plan pays a reduced benefit
the secondary payer. When this Plan is the secondary payer, it will pay the lesser of (1) its benefits in full, ¢
(2) a reduced amount which, when added to the benefits payable by the other coverage, will not exce
reasonable charges. The determination of which health coverage is primary (pays its benefits first) is ma
according to guidelines provided by the National Association of Insurance Commissioners. When benefit
are payable under automobile insurance, including no-fault, the automobile insurer is primary (pays it
benefits first) if it is legally obligated to provide benefits for health care expenses without regard to othe
health benefits coverage the enrollee may have. This provision applies whether or not a claim is filed und
the other coverage. When applicable, authorization must be given this Plan to obtain information abol
benefits or services available from the other coverage, or to recover overpayments from other coverage

If you are covered by both this Plan and the Civilian Health and Medical Program of the Uniformed Service:
(CHAMPUS), this Plan will pay benefits first. As a member of a prepaid plan, special limitations on your
CHAMPUS coverage apply; your primary provider must authorize all care. See your CHAMPUS Health
Benefits Advisor if you have questions about CHAMPUS coverage.

If you are covered by both this Plan and Medicaid, this Plan will pay benefits first.

The Plan will not pay for services required as the result of occupational disease or injury for which any medics
benefits are determined by the Office of Workers Compensation Programs (OWCP) to be payable und
workers’ compensation (under section 8103 of title 5, U.S.C.) or by a similar agency under another Federal |
State law. This provision also applies when a third party injury settlement or other similar proceeding provide
medical benefits in regard to a claim under workers’ compensation or similar laws. If medical benefits provide«
under such laws are exhausted, this Plan will be financially responsible for services or supplies that a
otherwise covered by this Plan. The Plan is entitled to be reimbursed by OWCP (or the similar agency) fc
services it provided that were later found to be payable by OWCP (or the agency).

Facilities of the Department of Veterans Affairs, the Department of Defense, and the Indian Health facilities
and Indian Service are entitled to seek reimbursement from the Plan for certain services and supplies provic
to you or a family member to the extent that reimbursement is required under the Federal statutes governi
such facilities.

The Plan will not provide benefits for services and supplies paid for directly or indirectly by any other local,
State, or Federal Government agency.

General Exclusions

All benefits are subject to the limitations and exclusions in this brodhithieugh a specific service may be listed as a benefit, it will not be
covered for you unless your Plan doctor determines it is medically necessary to prevent,. diagnose or treat your iliness odition. The

following are excluded:

« Care by non-Plan doctors or hospitals except for authorized referrals or emergencies (see Emergency Benef
« Expenses incurred while not covered by this Plan;

* Services furnished or billed by a provider or facility barred from the FEHB Program;

« Services not required according to accepted standards of medical, dental, or psychiatric practice;

A medical emergency is the sudden and unexpected onset of a condition or an injury that requires immedic
medical or surgical care. Some problems are emergencies because, if not treated promptly they might beco
more serious; examples include deep cuts and broken bones. Others are emergencies because they
potentially life-threatening, such as heart attacks, strokes, poisonings, gunshot wounds, or sudden inability
breathe.

Disputed claims review

OPM review

If a claim for payment or services is denied by the Plan, you must ask the Plan, in writing and within six month
of the date of the denial, to reconsider its denial before you request a review by OPM. Plan reconsideration (Tt
time limit may be extended if you show you were prevented by circumstances beyond your control fror
making your request within the time limit.) OPM will not review your request unless you demonstrate that you
gave the Plan an opportunity to reconsider your claim. Your written request to the Plan must state why, bas
on specific benefit provisions in this brochure, you believe the denied claim for payment or service should hav
been paid or provided.

Within 30 days after receipt of your request for reconsideration, the Plan must affirm the denial in writing to
you, pay the claim, provide the service, or request additional information reasonably necessary to make
determination. If the Plan asks a provider for information it will send you a copy of this request at the same time
The Plan has 30 days after receiving the information to give its decision. If this information is not suppliec
within 60 days, the Plan will base its decision on the information it has on hand.

If the Plan affirms its denial, you have the right to request a review by OPM to determine whether the Plan’
actions are in accordance with the terms of its contract. You must request the review within 90 days after tt
date of the Plan’s letter affirming its initial denial.

You may also ask OPM for a review if the Plan fails to respond within 30 days of your written request for
reconsideration or 30 days after you have supplied additional information to the Plan. In this case, OPM mu
receive a request for review within 120 days of your request to the Plan for reconsideration or of the date yc
were notified that the Plan needed additional information, either from you or from your doctor or hospital.

This right is available only to you or the executor of a deceased claimant’s estate. Providers, legal counsel, a
other interested parties may act as your representative only with your specific written consent to purst
payment of the disputed claim. OPM must receive a copy of your written consent with their request for review

Your written request for an OPM review must state why, based on specific benefit provisions in this brochure
you believe the denied claim for payment or service should have been paid or provided. If the Plan he
reconsidered and denied more than one unrelated claim, clearly identify the documents for each claim.

Your request must include the following information or it will be returned by OPM:
A copy of your letter to the Plan requesting reconsideration;

« Acopy of the Plan’s reconsideration decision (if the Plan failed to respond, provide instead (a) the date of yol
request to the Plan or (b) the dates the Plan requested and you provided additional information to tt
Plan);

» Copies of documents that support your claim, such as doctors’ letters, operative reports, bills, medic:
records, and explanation of benefit (EOB) forms; and

e Your daytime phone number.
Medical documentation received from you or the Plan during the review process becomes a permane
part of the disputed claim file, subject to the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act and the

Privacy Act. Send your request for review to: Office of Personnel Management, Office of Insurance

treatment, services, supplies or drugs covered by this Plan until you have exhausted the OPM revie
procedure, established at section 890.105, title 5, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR). If OPM upholc
the Plan’s decision on your claim, and you decide to bring a lawsuit based on the denial, the lawsuit mu
be brought no later than December 31 of the third year after the year in which the services or supplie
upon which the claim is predicated were provided. Pursuant to section 890.107, title 5, CFR, such
lawsuit must be brought against the Office of Personnel Management in Federal court.

Federal law exclusively governs all claims for relief in a lawsuit that relates to this Plan’s benefits or coverag
or payments with respect to those benefits. Judicial action on such claims is limited to the record that was befc
OPM when it rendered its decision affirming the Plan’s denial of the benefit. The recovery in such a suit i
limited to the amount of benefits in dispute.

Privacy Act statement If you ask OPM to review a denial of a claim for payment or service, OPM is authorizec
by chapter 89 oftitle 5, U.S.C., to use the information collected from you and the Plan to determine if the Pla
has acted properly in denying you the payment or service, and the information so collected may be disclos
to you and/or the Plan in support of OPM'’s decision on the disputed claim.
