Subject: Spirit of ADA Torch Relay 

The culmination of the Spirit of ADA Torch Relay will take place in Washington, DC, on 
Tuesday, July 25. This Relay marks the tenth anniversary of the enactment of the Americans 
with Disabilities Act and the twenty-fifth anniversary of the passage of the Individuals with 
Disabilities Education Act.
