OPM has decided to move forward with the USAJOBS Recruitment One-Stop (ROS) project
currently being designed and implemented by Monster Government Solutions (MSG).

We will begin migration
activities on Friday, 1 August, during which some of the USAJOBS system functions will be
down and nonfunctioning, including job entry. Notifications will be posted on the website.

The
training sessions will have conference call capability so field staff can also be included. In
addition, the new website has extensive online tutorials for job entry and other services your staff
will be using.
