The Perspectives on Employment of Persons with Disabilities Annual Training 
Conference will be held December 5-7 in Bethesda, Maryland. The training conference 
is targeted towards Federal employees. 

This two and one-half day conference qualifies as training in compliance with 5 U.S.C.
