Changes to this Plan

Your share of the non-Postal premium will increase by 8.8% for Self Only or 15% for Self and Family.
The copayment for CAT scans/MRI/PET scans has changed from no copayment to $50 per test.
The copayment for Sleep Studies — Overnight stay has changed from $100 to $200 per admission.

The copayment for Preventive care, adult services has changed from $15 per visit to primary care physician to $10 per
visit to primary care physician and from $25 per visit to specialist to $15 per visit to specialist.

The copayment for Preventive care, children services has changed from $15 per visit to primary care physician to $10
per visit to primary chare physician and from $25 per visit to specialist to $15 per visit to specialist.

The copayment for inpatient hospital admission has changed from $100 to $200.

The copayment for Emergency Room Care within Service Area Emergency Care at an urgent care center has changed
from $15 per visit to $25 per visit.

The copayment for Emergency Room Care within Service Area Emergency Care as an outpatient or inpatient at a
hospital, including doctors’ services has changed from $50 per visit to $75 per visit.

The copayment for Emergency Room Care outside our Service Area Emergency Care as an outpatient or inpatient at a
hospital, including doctors’ services has changed from $50 per visit to $75 per visit.

The lifetime maximum for transplants including travel and immunosuppressive drugs is $500,000.

Per a New Mexico State mandate, the Plan now provides coverage for human papillomavirus screening once every
three years for women age 30 or older.
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
